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The Stockbridge School District is located at the intersection of four counties (Ingham,
Jackson, Livingston and Washtenaw) and is within easy driving distance to Ann Arbor,
Jackson, and Lansing. The setting is rural with a mixture of farmland, woods and marsh
bordering the Waterloo, Pinckney and Dansville Recreation areas. In addition to the
Village of Stockbridge, the district includes the Villages of Gregory and Munith.
Approximately 9,000 people live in the Stockbridge School District. In 2008 — 2009, the
district served 1,693 students drawn from an area of approximately 145 square miles.

Transfer of Student Records

Within 14 days after enrolling a transfer student, Stockbridge Community Schools will request from the student’s previous school a copy of his or
her school record. The previous school has 30 days to comply after receipt of the written request unless the record has been tagged missing. The
“school record” referred to contains a student’s academic and disciplinary record, including any suspension or expulsion action against the
student. If SCS receives a request for student records, the same procedures will be followed unless notified otherwise. Parents should contact the
building principal if they wish to view their student’s records.

Message from the Superintendent

The Stockbridge Community School District remains an enjoyable place to be as we work together to face the challenge of educating
our youth for life in the 21st century. Because of the rapid change in society, and the job market in particular, it is important that we
take advantage of opportunities to improve our students' lives, and skills through enhanced learning opportunities.

Curriculum: _ Stockbridge Schools provide a varied curriculum to meet a broad range of student needs and interests, including
preparation for college, business and professional careers, skilled trades, and service occupations. Stockbridge also offers classes at
one of the best Career Centers in the state, The Capital Area Career Center.

The district curriculum committees, which commonly include teachers, parents and administrators, review each curriculum area on a
rotation schedule. As each curriculum area is reviewed, it is compared to the Michigan Department of Education’s Content Standards
and Benchmarks to ensure that we are providing the experiences for all students to learn the concepts and skills suggested by this
document. All students in each grade level are taught the standard curriculum in core academic subjects. Alternative High School and
Special Education students are offered the same core academic subjects using appropriate instructional materials and methods. High
School graduation requirements have become increasingly rigorous and are applied uniformly to all students. The district’s curriculum
is more extensive than the requirements of the Michigan Curriculum Framework Benches and Standards. However, each Curriculum
Committee reviews them to make sure these standards are included.

To ensure compliance with State and Federal Mandates, Stockbridge Community Schools works with the Departments of Education
at the state and federal levels. As a district, we are working to meet the requirements contained in the federal legislation known as
“No Child Left Behind.” For the 2008 — 2009 school year, the Michigan Department of Education School Report Card grade was an
“A” for Stockbridge Middle School, Heritage Elementary School, and Smith Elementary School. Moreover, we continue to be
committed to do all that we can to ensure that all students are successful.

The Family Education and Right to Privacy Act requires school districts to develop a policy outlining which information is
considered available to the public as directory information. The Stockbridge School District has determined that only the information
which commonly appears in public documents, yearbooks, and athletic programs is to be made available as directory information.
This includes student name, address, picture, grade level, academic awards, degree, honors, major field of study and information
related to athletics, school sponsored activities, and organizations.

Smith Elementary School

This was the first year for the Smith Elementary Math Day where K-2 students moved to different classrooms for demonstrations and
activities that helped them learn and apply math concepts. They made mobius strips, learned about graphing and tested their
counting skills. Other Smith activities for our students include a Halloween parade, March is Reading Month activities, Mileage Club,
Art and Music show, School-wide food drives, and Kindergarten Graduation.
